10.2 Dangerous flying penalty

Limitations

The following limitations will be checked at each flight.

The limits apply to a certain difference in vertical speed at a 3D-distance between balloons.

Limit 1: more than 3m/s at less than 25m
Limit 2: more than 5m/s at less than 50m
Limit 3: more than 8m/s at less than 75m

An additional limit will be applied to the absolute vertical speed of a pilot:

Limit 4: more than 8m/s vertical ascent speed
Note: This limit must be violated for a consecutive 5s or more to be penalized.

10.2 Dangerous flying penalty

as per Competition Operation Handbook 2023

Under several conditions the penalty may be lowered to the next lower penalty (i.e. one line up In the
same column of the table) or reduced to a warning where Iindicated in the table. After analysing the
report, or talking directly to the pilot(s), the following factors may lead to such lowering:

e |n case where both pilots were “playing” close to each other within 1 - 2 balloon heights (50-
150ft) for a while (up and downs). Both were most likely seeing each other clearly and
ascents/descents were engaged only after seeing that a collision can be clearly avoided. Longer
ascents/descents are more unpredictable, so penalties should be maintained as per table.

e [fone balloon initiates his decent 1-2 balloon heights (50-150ft) above another balloon at a safe
distance of at least 50m. It is understood that modern balloons could - for a short time - get a

high vertical speed, but the momentum would not push the balloons too close within the short
time.

e Other unusual or unique cases will be added here as they are encountered.

Limit 4 will be penalized by 250 CP per 1 m/s, or part of, exceeding.

AREA- SAFETY PERIMETER around the LPG-refueling-station is OFF LIMITS for everybody
except operators and safety officer. Pilots and experienced crew members under

the responsibility of the pilot are allowed within the manifold-refueling area and
only for refueling purposes.

ACCESS & EXIT: see map in your documents from check-in or electronic notice board.

UNLOADING & LOADING:
Cylinders must be removed from baskets and carried to the refueling.

Mo loitering in refueling area. Vehicle lights and engine must be switched off
during refueling operations.

SAFETY: Within the REFUELING PERIMETER

* PROPAME CAN BE EXPLOSIVE! All possible sources of ignition must be kept
away from the refueling area.

* Mo nylon clothing, banners, flags, etc., allowed in the refueling area.
* Mo loose strikers in the basket. They must be properly stored and disarmed.

* Only two persons per vehicle in the refueling area. JOhanneS Kooistra
» Baskets and/or propane cylinders must be removed from endosed trailers or .
vehicles if possible. Safety Office r/l_a ndowner rel.

=  (Only experienced persons (pilot or crew) will be allowed to refuel.

= Mo consumption of alcoholic drinks in the refueling area.

= Persons who appear to be intoxicated will not be allowed access torefueling.
* Mo dogs or other pets in vehicles during refueling.

* No radios, cellular phones, pagers, camera or other electronic items inuse.

¢  Thevehicle lights and engine must be turned off during refueling.

* Mo loitering in the refueling area after refueling.

* Always wear gloves in the refueling area

¢ Follow the instructions of the refueling personnel

*  ABSOLUTELY NO SMOKING!

FUEL DUMPING: Fuel dumping after the event is not permitted.

AUTHORITY: Safety Officer, Event Director,
Robo-Gas and Fire Fighting Personnel.

All PROPANE HANDLING SAFETY PRECAUTIONS permanently apply everywhere. This includes FUEL

VENTING on any CLP. In addition to a competition points penalty for the concerned competitor, any crew jan FOkken

member contravening any safety precaution or instruction will be permanently banned from the refueling .
